Blankets for
soldiers not only provide warmth, but is
something that belongs to the soldier.

Guidelines for the blankets--

1. Size: 36/45" wide by 45/50" long.

2. Fabrics: fleece, knitted/crocheted, or quilted
cotton/flannel with batting. If using double sided
fleece, please finish the edges. If using single

sided fleece, please back with another fabric.

If you are doing something with batting you can
tack with embroidery thread or buttons to keep
the batting in place instead of quilting.

__3. Colors: Most recipients are men.
Bright/patriotic colors are good.

__4. Finish off: Roll each one, tie with a ribbon,
and tag with a note: "Made with love and hope
for your recovery by (your name) .” You may
want to include your email address
